Peter Woodς Living in South Africa. 
It was such pleasure to hear Peter speak 
with such fond memories of life before 
Batemans Bay. I Think he enjoyed remi-
niscing as much as we enjoyed learning 
about His previous life. 
Peter worked in South Africa from  1967-
1978. 
He had an Oil supply equipment business, 
in  Nigeria, where he  dodged the Biafren 
war and made his way to south Africa to 
Johannesburg  where he found himself  in 
a good position to do business. 
He was in South Africa during apartheid 
He found himself with 17 Million Blacks, 
3.5 million whites, 1.7 million cape col-
oured, and 0.7 million Indians. Half of the 
whites were Afrikaners, descendants of 
the Dutch settlers and the other half were 
a mixture of Brits and western Europeans. 
Peters first job was with the merchant 
bank, Union Acceptance as financial con-
sultant, working mostly with mergers and 
takeovers. Peter did a lot of business with 
the Jewish community whom taught him 
a lot about South African business meth-
ods. 
Peter discovered that at the time he was 
the only person in Joburg who had in 
depth knowledge of oil exploration. The 
Afrikaner Nationalists Government sold 
off some exploratory rights to coastline 
areas to foreigners, mostly American. A 
large mining company, Rand Mines Ltd, 
decided it wanted to get into the oil busi-
ness. Peter had some words with the 
board and went to the USA and brokered 
a deal for  control of a lease in Pletten-
burg Bay. They found a heap of gas, but 
there was insufficient recovery science in 
those days, currently gas is flowing out of 
that region big time. 
  To make use of Peters experience in 
West Africa and the Biafran war, he wrote 
articles on the subject for the Star News-
paper, a national evening broadsheet. The 
Afrikaner Government just loved the 
propaganda of what happens when you 
live under a black government, and he 
was the flavour of the month.  PTO

Peter successfully concluded a deal for a large construction group called 
Darlin & Hodgson ltd the then chairman asked Peter if he was happy with 
the bank they discussed job options and Peter decided to change positions 
and  with this group he built it up to be the best Ready Mixed Concrete and 
Tanker Services, which transported flowable solids, like sugar and cement. 
The civil engineering and quarries backed up by pipe laying and marine con-
struction, were the best in the country. His proudest moment was in 1973 
when he took D & H Public on the Joburg stock exchange. That year the net 
profits exceeded $1Million, which was an acceptable sum in 1973.  

 

Peter also met his wife Lynette and they had a daughter and a Son. 

They enjoyed restaurants aplenty. Theatres and cinemas. At that time 

Joburg was all about money. Among its 270 mine dumps, its 20 some 

headgears, its 9 million people, its endless cocktail chat about shares 

and diamonds and gold and platinum. Not a good place if you are a 

family with young children. 

In 1978 Peter had a conversation with a friend in the Afrikaner gov-

ernment who told him there had been chat between the PM Botha and 

Nelson Mandela, who was in gaol in Robben Island. For peter that 

was the signal and he made plans to take the family to Europe, but his 

plans reached the ear of the CEO of Ready Mix Concrete, Australia. 

The Australian representative Bill (Director for 50% shareholder in 

CSR) flew to Joburg and had lunch with Peter and made them an of-

fer to join them in Sydney. And thatôs how Peter became an Austra-

lian!
